He invested money to           
develop his business and to become even richer.    Money itself is not bad, but when it becomes an end 
in itself it changes our perspective on life. We are then more interested in the material goods than in 
building relationships with people and with God.       Remember, we will not be able to take any material 
goods with us to heaven. So maybe it is worth  focusing on what is in heaven, as Saint Paul writes, use 
money wisely so that it brings more good in this world.
