      We ask for your prayers for the imminent beatification of our 

   brothers Ladislas Radigue, Polycarpe Tuffier, Marcellin   
   Rouchouze and Frézal  Tardieu, as well as Father Henri 
Planchat, religious of Saint Vincent de Paul, that will take place on                     

Saturday 22nd April in the church of Saint Sulpice in Paris.                               
In our  celebrations we unite ourselves with all our SSCC brothers, sisters 

and lay people throughout the world, together with the Church in Paris. We 
are in the Easter season, when we celebrate the victory of the Love of the 
Risen Christ, who conquers evil and death. The gift that is the beatification 
of our brothers reminds us of the risk that comes with faith in Jesus. They 
lived that risk not only when they were led to prison, but also when they  

decided to follow Jesus, who  reveals the depth of God's love in a                          
vulnerable,     defenceless, pierced heart.

lives to the reparative love made visible in the hearts of Jesus and Mary. 
How could they not, for the sake of justice and in fidelity to the                          

indefatigable mercy of God place themselves alongside the many others  
    who were being persecuted?
